Dear Evangelism members,

Thanks to everyone who attended the meeting on Thursday, March 10 and for those who could not attend but gave suggestions for our upcoming potluck on Palm Sunday. It was a crazy couple of weeks trying to plan a meeting on such busy schedules. I apologize for any crossed lines.  Although, the meeting turnout wasn’t great, the meeting itself was quite productive.

These are a few things that we discussed:
Palm Sunday Potluck: We are planning a Care Group potluck on Palm Sunday, March 20, after the church services, at about 12:30 in Wesley Hall. I will be contacting the Care group leaders so that they can contact and invite their Care Group members. I will also let Lavonne know, and write something up for the church bulletin and communicator. Marla had suggested that all evangelism members bring two items for the potluck, a hot dish and dessert, so that we can ensure that there are some of both types of dishes. If you can not make it or cannot bring something, please let me know. I will contact you (.

Greeter’s Duty Sheet: As a group, we came up with a duty list for the greeters. Callie had suggested that we print expectations on the back of the reminder cards so that there are no questions as to what the duties of greeters are. They are as follows: 

First service Greeter duties

(1) Greeters should arrive about 15-20 minutes before church begins.

(2) Please make sure that the coffee and juice is made before the service begins, however, Dorothy VanBockern usually makes the coffee for us. Instructions for both items are printed on the cupboard door. Also please make sure that the juice is refrigerated so that it will be cold enough to serve.  Make about 3 or 4 pitchers, depending on attendance for that day.

(3) Please have napkins and cups prepared so that they are ready to be filled after the service is over.  

(4) Now it is time to greet. Name tags and bulletins are on the table. Please put a nametag on so that new people become familiar with your name. Smile, shake hands, and greet your fellow worshippers. 

(5) About 5-10 minutes before the service is over, go into the kitchen and set everything out so that it is ready. Set treats out (you may use the serving trays if you wish), fill the coffee and juice cups and set them out, and make sure there are napkins to put the treats on. 

(6) Most importantly, don’t forget to enjoy your fellowship time ( 

(7) Lastly, wipe the counters, tables, and do the dishes. Thanks so much for your stewardship. You are much appreciated.

Second service Greeter duties

(1) Greeters should arrive about 15 minutes before church begins. 

(2) Name tags and bulletins are on the table. Please put a nametag on so that new people become familiar with your name. Smile, hand out bulletins, shake hands, and greet your fellow worshippers. 

(3) At the end of the service, please straighten the pews, and pick up the Red Books and put them in the church office.

(4) Thanks so much for your stewardship. You are much appreciated.

Kent’s creation: Kent is working on building a “stork” to welcome new babies in our church. It will replace the sign that we now have. Thank you, Kent. If you need help, call! David is willing and has the tools! We are also still brainstorming ideas to recognize new moms and babies. Please, ideas…ideas…ideas…

Name Tags: Linda brought up an excellent way to keep up with all the new faces and our growing church. She knows of another church in which the members wear nametags during services. The nametags are put on as the members come into church and taken off and kept at the church as they leave. Visitor’s nametags can be quickly created by the greeters. This is an excellent way to learn names and faces. Linda is checking on how the church stored the nametags and will get back to us. Comments and/or suggestion are appreciated. Also, I understand that change doesn’t come without complainers, however, let’s look past that, and try to brainstorm ways in which this CAN work.

Visitor Acknowledgement: There are so many new faces that it’s hard to keep track of who stays and who goes, or to even learn names (although, nametags may help fix that problem). We came up with the idea of using the Red Book during BOTH services to acknowledge visitors. We are looking into whose job it is to check for new visitors. If needed, I will. We also thought that visitors, who have been attending church service at least 3 times, should receive recognition from us. An idea we had was a coffee cup with our church info and slogan on it, filled with chocolate hugs and kisses and a card attached, acknowledging their attendance and thanking them for their visits. We are also in the process of creating church pamphlets that we could send, so visitors know the different things that our church offers. Any comments?

Committee of Congregational Care and Outreach: Pastor Ron confronted me with the idea of changing the “Evangelism Committee” to the “Committee of Congregational Care and Outreach”, after all that is what we are doing. What do you think? Let me know--- let him know. 
We forgot to decide on the next meeting, however, let’s look at April 7th at 7 PM at the church. Please let me know if there is a conflict. I will try to remember to send postcards or make phone calls as a reminder. Thanks again for your participation in the nurturing of our church. We have such a productive committee. It is awesome!
